I am thrilled to be offering a Children’s Theatre Workshop and Teen Theatre Workshop this summer.  I believe young people’s arts programming is vital to a well rounded education.  I wanted to take a moment and tell you a little bit about how the workshop works.

What We Will Be Doing:
The children will learn about acting, singing, and dancing.  We will be putting together little plays from the books that we will read.  We will be learning songs and putting movement to them.  The goals for this workshop are self-esteem, arts awareness, and team work.  I will be leading the workshop.  I am a certified teacher that has taught in the public school system and was also the Children’s Theatre and Teen Theatre Director at the Oklahoma Shakespearean Festival for 10 years.

The teens will also be learning about acting, singing and dancing.  They will be developing their own scenes and performing them.  We will also be learning some songs and movement.  Teens tend to have a whole other set of concerns and goals as they grow from childhood.  In Teen Theatre we focus a great deal on self –esteem and the ability to be proud of themselves for the work and creativity that they put in their performances.   

Style of Directing and Teaching:
I believe in positive reinforcement.  It’s summer time!  We’re here to have fun.  You’ll see lots of stars and small prizes coming home.  If there is ever a discipline issue, I will call you to make sure that you are in on it from the beginning.  There will be no surprises.

In order to teach and direct children on stage, it is vital that I have their full attention.  I know that family members would love to sit in at rehearsals, but I have learned that it creates more of hindrance than a help.  I am asking that parents/guardians do not sit in on rehearsals until it comes time for our recital show.  If you have any worries at all about this, you are welcome to sit in on the first day to get a gauge of the teaching style.

Your child is monitored the entire time they are at the center.  When they are dropped off, there will be somebody there and we will also have somebody to stay with them until they are picked up.  Fridays are treat days and we stop a little early to celebrate a week well done!

Summertime Schedules:
I know there are many events in the summer for children.  It definitely is quite difficult when a child misses a week of the workshop, as they feel behind when coming back.  The workshop builds toward a recital, and a week missed may have them missing out on key elements.
